Deformity in the foot may be due to a number of mechanisms some of which may be due to diabetes.

Common deformities are “Bunions”, “claw toes” “and abnormal high or low arches”.
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Note: NEUROPATHY + DEFORMITY MAY INCREASE THE RISK OF ULCERATION

Look for any obvious foot deformity when you are carrying out your assessment.

Some acute problems may present with a sudden change in foot shape (click on text to open charcot arthropathy
