Check Hx of vascular disease





palpate dorsalis pedis


palpate posterior tibial





Vascular assessment





Ask about vascular protective drug therapy. ACE, Statin, Aspirin  (See Drug Therapy) 





Is blood pressure within normal target?

Ask about symptoms (claudication pain/rest pain/breathlessness on exercise)


Rapidly deteriorating claudication pain requires urgent referral to the vascular services (LINK)





Presence of tissue loss, rest pain, non palpable foot pulses require an urgent referral to the vascular team
